It seems to me that, more and more, darts is being regarded as a serious subject for
academic research. HampsHi@sed Paul Gillings has a Masters degree in the
Performance Analysis of Sport and based his main piece of coursework on darts, with
particular reference to looking at what other professional sportsmen do to enhance their
performance and to consider if these areas could also be applied to darts.

Following his success Paul has set up a sport science consultancy business to put his
research to good use and to try to assist dart players in reaching their full potential. He

already has his first client, Anthony Urmstdoft, 25, who is in his first year as PDC

professional and is based in Manchester. Paul spotted Anthony playing in the PDC
tournament in Swindon in February against Nigel Heydon.
